During October 2010, the Lycoming County SPCA obtained a search warrant to investigate a suspected house full of neglected dogs
located in Shrewsbury Township. ,

Upon arrival, it was apparent that what was seen could only be described as a
nightmare! The entire dwelling outside and inside was trashed with debris,
junk, rotted food, insects, rodents, and just about anything one could imagine
that is disgusting.

Upon entering the building, the SPCA discovered eight adult dogs living in
conditions not even fit for beasts. The dogs were severely flea infested,
scared, aggressive, and several had major health issues.
